MINIMUM STANDARDS

INTRODUCTION

The Board of Aviation Commissioners of the Marion Municipal Airport in
Marion, Indiana, hereby determine to establish Minimum Standards which
shall pertain both as to the onsite and offsite base operators, who may provide
commercial services at the Marion Municipal Airport. The purpose of the
Minimums Standards herein are to provide guidelines for those wishing to
conduct such commercial services at the Marion Municipal Airport in Marion,
Indiana. Commercial Services shall include, but are not necessarily limited to,
aircraft sales, aircraft and/or power plant repair, aircraft rental, aircraft fuel
and dispensing service, air taxi service, radio instrument accessory or propeller
repair service and scheduled airline service. The Board of Aviation
Commissioners reserve the right to amend the Minimum Standards herein
upon proper notice or to modify these Minimum Standards with any service
providers who can establish to the Board of Aviation Commissioner’s
satisfaction that such modifications would assist in the promotion of civil
aviation at the Marion Municipal Airport, and will not in any way create a
safety hazard towards other users of the airport and will not discriminatorily
provide unfair competition for any other service providers.

CHAPTER 1: DEFINITIONS

For purposes of the Minimum Standards herein, the following definitions

shall apply:



1.1 AIRPORT: Airport shall refer to the Marion Municipal Airport in
Marion, Indiana.

1.2 BOARD: The Board shall refer to the Board of Aviation
Commissioners of the City of Marion, Indiana.

1.3 CFR: CFR refers to the Code of Federal Regulations, as
promulgated and amended.

1.4 CITY:This shall refer to the City of Marion, Grant County, State of
Indiana.

1.5 FAA: FAA refers to the Federal Aviation Administration of the
United States of America.

1.6 FLYING CLUB: A non-commercial organization established to
promote flying, develop skills in aeronautics, including pilotage,
navigation and awareness and appreciation of aviation
requirements and techniques.

1.7 MAJOR ALTERATION: An alteration not listed in the aircraft,
aircraft engine or propeller specifications:

(@) That might appreciatively effect weight, balance,
structural strength, performance, power plant
operation, flight characteristics, or other qualities

effecting airworthiness; or

(b) Is not done according to accepted practices or cannot
be done by elementary operations.

Major Alterations are to specifically include those items as defined within

14 CFR § 43, Appendix A (a).

FUELING OPERATIONS: The dispensing of aviation fuel into
aircraft.
FUEL VENDOR: An entity engaged in selling or dispensing

aviation fuel to aircraft other than that owned or leased by the

entity.

MAJOR REPAIR: This refers to repair:

(@) That, if improperly done, might appreciatively effect
weight, balance, structural strength, performance,
power plant operations, flight characteristics, or other
qualities effecting airworthiness; or

(b) That is not done according to accepted practices or

cannot be done by elementary operations.

Major Repair shall specifically include those items defined within 14 CFR § 43,

Appendix A (b).

MINIMUM STANDARDS: This shall refer to the Minimum
Standards and requirements for commercial uses for the Marion
Municipal Airport which have been duly promulgated and adopted
by the Board and modified from time to time thereafter.

OFFSITE OPERATOR: An individual or firm whose primary place
of business in not located at or adjacent to airport property, but
would come onto the airport property for purposes of providing
general aircraft services such as maintenance, ground and flight
instruction, aircraft sales or other similar aviation related services.
ONSITE FIXED BASE OPERATOR: An individual or firm

operating on airport property and providing general aircraft

services such as maintenance, storage, ground and flight

instruction or other similar aviation related services.

OPERATOR: An onsite fixed based operator or an offsite
operator.
PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE: Maintenance which may be

performed by the holder of a pilot certificate issued under 14 CFR §
61 (although a non-certified mechanic or non-certified repairman)
and which work falls within the definition of 14 CFR § 43,

Appendix A (c).

CHAPTER 2: GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.

The following general requirements will be applicable to all onsite fixed

base operators or offsite operators, who are operating upon the airport

property.

All operators shall be required to provide their services for the use
and benefit of the public who may be using the airport.

The operator shall furnish good, prompt and efficient services
adequate to meet all demands for services at the airport.

All operators shall charge fair, reasonable and non-discriminatory
prices for each unit of sale or service provided to such, and all
operators may be allowed to make reasonable and non-
discriminatory discounts, rebates or other similar types of price

reductions to volume purchasers.

The operator will not, in the providing of its services, discriminate
or permit discrimination against any person or group of persons on
the grounds of race, color, creed, gender, religion, or natural origin
as prohibited by Title IV of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, or any of
the subsequent amendments thereto or by any rules or regulations
of the FAA, or any other federal or state laws or regulations which
may prohibit discrimination.

The operator agrees to provide its services in conformity with all
local, state and federal laws, ordinances or regulations including,
but not necessarily limited to, all fire and safety laws, zoning
restrictions, building codes, the Federal Aviation Act, and any and
all other local, state and federal laws, ordinances or regulations
which may apply to the operations provided by the operator.

The operator agrees to comply with any federal, state or municipal
statutes, ordinances or regulations which regulate the presence of
any hazardous or toxic waste, the discharge, spillage or other
release or any filtration of any hazardous or toxic waste, or
hazardous or toxic substance, including any gasoline, oil, diesel
fuel, methane alcohol, nitromethane or similar type products on,
in, about or under the airport property; or the failure of the
operator to comply with any terms of any order, ruling or decision
issued by any federal, state or municipal governmental department

or agency having regulatory authority over environmental matters

regarding the airport property. For purposes of this paragraph, the
terms “hazardous or toxic waste” or “hazardous or toxic substance”
shall have the same meaning as defined and used in the
Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation and
Liability Act, 42 USC, Section 9601, et seq. (CERCLA); the
Resource Conservation Recovery Act, 42 USC, Section 6901, et
seq. (RCRA); the Hazardous Material Transportation Act, 49 USC,
Section 1801, et seq. (HMTA); the Toxic Substance Control Act, 15
USC, Section 2601, et seq. (TSCA); and any other federal, state or
municipal statutes, regulations or ordinances currently
promulgated or promulgated at any time in the future.

Any lease agreements or contracts between the Board and such
operator shall be subordinate to the provisions of any future or
existing agreement between the Board and the FAA, relative to the
operation and maintenance of the airport, the execution of which
has been or may be required as a condition precedent to the
expenditure of federal funds for the development of the airport. If
any portion of these standards shall be in violation or conflict with
any regulations of the FAA or any other agency of the United States
of America, then those portions so in violation or conflict shall be

void without any effect upon the remaining standards.

Any prospective operation shall demonstrate they have adequate
business background and resources to provide aviation related
services.

These Minimum Standards, and any contract or lease agreements
entered between the Board and such operator shall be subject to
change during the time of war or national emergency, and the
Board shall have the right to terminate any lease agreements or
other contracts to modify the Minimum Standards herein if any
portion of the airport property should be necessary for any military
use and any such provisions contrary to the purpose therein shall

be suspended.

CHAPTER 3: GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ONSITE FIXED BASE

OPERATORS.

All onsite fixed base operators shall be required to meet the following

Minimum Standards:

Land: An onsite fixed base operator shall be required to
provide reasonable space which shall be approved by the Board for
any building, storage, vehicular parking, parking apron, if needed,
and public access from highways and/or taxiways.

Buildings: Building space which is of sufficient size for the
particular service with properly lighted and heated space for office,
lounge, restrooms and storage, the same which must be approved

by the Board.

Personnel: Sufficient personnel shall be provided by the operator
to provide the particular services which are offered to the public.
Hours of Operation: The operator shall set reasonable hours of
operation which shall be subject to approval by the Board.
Telephone Listings: Operators will be required to have
appropriate telephone listings in either the business white or
yellow pages for the purposes of properly identifying its business
and the telephone number for customers to contact.

Insurance Coverage:

(A) Property Insurance: Operator agrees to carry insurance

against loss by fire, wind or weather damage, extended
coverage or other insurable causes upon any buildings,
including coverage on all improvements which may be
leased, or which are hereafter constructed by the operator.
The operator shall carry such insurance in an amount equal
to the full insurable value of said improvements to either
reconstruct and/or remove said building upon any casualty
event.

(B) Liability Insurance:

Bodily injury: $100,000 per person
$1,000,000 each accident

Property Damage: $500,000 each accident
Passenger Liability

(if applicable): $100,000 each passenger
$1,000,000 each accident

Hangar Keeper’s Liability for Non-owned Aircraft (if
applicable):

$500,000 each aircraft
$1,000,000 each incident.

Aircraft rental and flight training. Operator shall further

provide:

Student and renter pilot coverage or passenger coverage:

Bodily injury: $100,000 each person
$1,000,000 each accident

Property damage: $1,000,000 each accident.

Aircraft liability: $100,000 each person

$1,000,000 each accident

Workmen’s Compensation for all employees.

Indemnification Agreement. Operator agrees to hold the

Board and the City free and harmless from all claims,
damages, suits or causes of action resulting from injuries to
persons or property and arising thereof or out of the use,
occupancy or a condition which arises as a result of the
Operator’s negligence, or omissions of the Operator during
the term of its operation, including reasonable attorney’s fees
incurred by the Board or City in defending any such actions;
and shall further name the Board and the City as additional
named insureds on all insurance liability policies required

herein.

Licensing Requirements. The operator shall satisfy all

licensing requirements as provided for within Chapter 5.

3.8 General Requirements.The operator shall satisfy all general
requirements as provided for within Chapter 2.

3.9 Signage. The operator shall provide signage to properly identify
the service provided and its location which signage and location
shall be subject to approval by the Board.

3.10 Lease. The operator shall execute an appropriate lease with the
Board for the building and/or ground space.

CHAPTER 4: GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR OFFSITE OPERATORS.

All offsite operators shall be required to meet the following minimum

standards:

Personnel. Sufficient personnel shall be provided by the operator
to provide the particular services which are offered to the public.
Telephone Listings: Operators will be required to have
appropriate telephone listings in either the business white or
yellow pages for the purposes of properly identifying its business
and the telephone number for customers to contact.

Insurance.

(A)  Liability Insurance:

Bodily injury: $100,000 per person
$1,000,000 each accident

Property Damage: $500,000 each accident

Passenger Liability
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(if applicable): $100,000 each passenger
$1,000,000 each accident

(B)  Aircraft rental and flight training. Operator shall further

provide:

Student and renter pilot coverage or passenger coverage:

Bodily injury: $100,000 each person
$1,000,000 each accident

Property damage: $1,000,000 each accident.

Aircraft liability: $100,000 each person

$1,000,000 each accident

(C) Indemnification Agreement. Operator agrees to hold the

Board and the City free and harmless from all claims,
damages, suits or causes of action resulting from injuries to
persons or property and arising thereof or out of the use,
occupancy or a condition which arises as a result of the
Operator’s negligence, or omissions of the Operator during
the term of its operation, including reasonable attorney’s fees
incurred by the Board or City in defending any such actions;
and shall further name the Board and the City as additional
named insureds on all insurance liability policies required

herein.

4.4 Licensing Requirements. The operator shall satisfy all

licensing requirements as provided for within Chapter 5.

General Requirements.The operator shall satisfy all general

requirements as provided for within Chapter 2.

CHAPTER 5: LICENSING REQUIREMENTS.

5.1

Mechanics and Repairmen. Those parties who may be providing
major repairs to maintain, rebuild, alter or perform any
maintenance on any aircraft, airframe, aircraft engine, propeller,
appliance or component part shall be required to possess either a
mechanic’s certificate as the same is defined by 14 CFR, § 43.3 (b)
or a repairman’s certificate as the same is defined by 14 CFR, §
43.3 (c) or a repair station certificate as the same is defined within
14 CFR, § 43.3 (e). A person may work under the supervision of
the holder of a mechanic or repairman certificate so long the same
is performed in accordance with 14 CFR, § 43.3 (d). Nothing
herein shall restrict the right of an aircraft owner to perform
preventative maintenance on his/her own aircraft so long as the
same does not create a safety hazard as provided within the
Hangar Lease Agreement and does not create a hazard as set forth
within paragraph 2.6.

Approval to Return to Service. A person who is authorized to
approve aircraft, airframes, aircraft engines, propellers, appliances
or component parts for return to service after maintenance,
rebuilding or alteration, shall possess a mechanic’s certificate as

the same is defined within 14 CFR, § 43.7 (b) or the holder of a

repair station certificate as defined in 14 CFR, § 43.7 (c) or any
other party who fits within the definitions as provided for by 14
CFR, § 43.7.

Aircraft Sales. Any party operating aircraft sales shall have a
current commercial pilot certificate with ratings appropriate for the
types of aircraft to be demonstrated.

Aircraft Rental. One person having a current instructor and
commercial pilot’s certificate with the appropriate ratings.

Flight Training. One person having a current instructor and
commercial pilot’s certificate with the appropriate ratings.

Air Taxi Service One person having a FAA certified instrumented-
rated commercial pilot.

Radio or Instrument Repair Service. One FAA certified
repairman qualified in accordance with the terms of the repair
station certificate.

All Other Flight Personnel. Any fixed based operator not
previously listed who will be operating aircraft from the airport
shall provide pilots who are properly rated, pursuant to FAA

standards, for the equipment and service to be provided.

6. AIRCRAFT FUEL VENDORS.

A fixed based operator who proposes to provide fueling operations as a

fuel vendor shall meet, in addition to the standard requirements for all Fixed

Base Operators, the following requirements.
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6.1 Fueling Facilities Requirement. Two metered, fixed, filtered
dispensing equipment, meeting all applicable federal, state and
local government requirements. The fixed fuel dispensing system
shall contain safety fixtures and filtration systems to ensure
quality and safety. The storage system must include adequate spill
prevention features and containment capabilities, together with
approved fuel Spill Prevention Countermeasure and Control Plan,
as applicable.

6.2 Aircraft Service Equipment. To properly service aircraft, the
following equipment shall be available:

(A) Emergency starter;

(B) Engine heater;

(C)  Adequate fire extinguishers; and

(D)  All safety equipment required by any federal, state or local
laws, ordinances or regulations.

6.3 Flowage Fees. ¥ The Board reserves the right to implement
flowage fees upon all aircraft fuel dispensed at the airport.

6.4 Appropriate Grades of Aviation Fuel. Operator shall provide
both aviation fuel and jet fuel.

7. BOARD APPROVAL FOR FIXED BASE OPERATORS.
All onsite fixed base operators and all offsite fixed base operators are

required to obtain Board approval for operation upon the airport.

Onsite Fixed Base Operators. All onsite fixed base operators

must provide to the Board applications, including the following

particulars:

(A)

A description of the proposed services to be provided at the
Airport.

A description and proposed drawing of the building space
and the amount of land necessary to provide the services,
which plan shall further define areas for vehicular parking,
parking apron (if needed), public access, office, lounge,
restrooms and storage areas. The plan shall also show the
means by which the operator will comply with environmental
requirements specified within paragraph 2.6, if applicable.
The onsite fixed base operator shall not be required to
determine the location in advance, but may negotiate with
the Board for the area in which the operation shall be
located, taking into consideration the type of service to be
provided, the amount of space needed, and other similar
factors. Any onside fixed base operator would be required to
enter into a Lease Agreement with the Board for the land
and/or building, if building space is already available at the
airport.

The plan would outline generally the number of personnel

contemplated for the service and hours of operation.
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(D)  Prior to the opening of business, the operator shall provide
proof that the appropriate insurance coverages are in place.
(E) The operator will agree to meet those general requirements
provided within Chapter 2.
(F)  The operator, prior to operation, will provide proof of the
licensing requirements as set forth in Chapter 5.

CHAPTER 8.

Notice of their desire to provide offsite operation services on
the airport with a description of the services to be provided.
Proof of insurance as provided for within Chapter 4.

Proof of licensing requirements as provided for within
Chapter 5.

An agreement to meet the general requirements provided for
within Chapter 2, and specifically the means by which they
will comply with any environmental requirements provided
for within paragraph 2.6, if applicable.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH MINIMUM STANDARDS.

The Board reserves the right to refuse to permit any fixed base operator

or offsite operator the ability to continue to provide services at the airport when

the fixed base operator or offsite operator fails to comply with the Minimum

Standards.
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CHAPTER 9.

FLYING CLUBS.

Although flying clubs are not commercial operations and are exempt

from the Minimum Standards which apply to commercial operations, all flying

clubs based at the airport shall meet the following requirements:

Each club must be a non-profit entity organized for the
express purpose of providing its members with aircraft for
their personal use and enjoyment.

Each member must be a bona fide owner of the aircraft or
the aircraft must be owned by the club.

The club may not derive greater revenue from the use of the
aircraft than the cost necessary to operate, maintain and
replace the aircraft.

The club shall provide the Board with an up-to-date list of
members.

The club’s aircraft shall not be used for commercial
operations and shall not be used by others than its

members.
